Assessment by Red Rose Training was completed on 4th April 2024.  The report was circulated with the Agenda.  The report confirms the difficulties identified with using the Woodplumpton Road/Newsham Hall Lane junction with a large articulated vehicle.

6 CONSULTATION ORCHARD PLAY AREA.
The results of the consultation are as follows:
Votes in favour of the proposed scheme:     94
Votes against the proposed scheme:           10
There are 2 key outcomes to consider from this consultation, as follows:

1. The residents are overwhelmingly in favour of improvements to the parking and play are in the Orchard.

2. The land to be used and the delivery organisation is Preston City Council, therefore any scheme to be delivered must meet with their approval

The Council is invited to agree that we should progress the delivery of the scheme by meeting with PCC as proposed in the consultation letter, with any tweaks that are agreed to PCC to align with resident suggestions.
