4 PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 
Catforth Traffic Calming 
A resident requested to know what progress has been made on the new traffic calming scheme.  Unfortunately even with a lot of chasing we have not made any progress with LCC highways. Bridge 31

12 ADOPTION OF ROADS ON NEW BUILD ESTATES
The issue of the adoption of roads on new build estates was discussed with City Councillors who attended the meeting.  It was confirmed that this represents an issue for residents, although there is no obvious steps that the Parish Council can take.

Councillors Noted the situation.

13 CIL PROJECTS

The Parish Council has 5 long term larger projects in the pipeline but with no certainty about when they can be delivered and no agreement from PCC that money can be held beyond the 5 year timeline, as follows:

1. Linear Park (no progress reported from PCC for around a year) – No response has been received from Chris Hayward – Councillor Thompson will chase this up within the City Council.
The Clerk is concerned that there will be little progress on the Linear Park until after the local government reorganization, which will provide clarity about which group is responsible for the park.  WPC should therefore not rely on the Linear Park as a place to invest any of our current CIL money.
2. The Orchard Play Area – Actively being Worked on with offers of funding received from 4 organizations.

3. Hayfield Park Play Area – Little progress reported.
4. Refurbishment of the Canal towpaths – Actively being worked on but a high-cost item.

5. Replacement of the Wooden Windows in St Annes Church – Actively being Worked On.

Currently only The Orchard Play Area and Replacement Windows are making any progress indicating that they may be delivered in the next couple of years.  These projects should consume the older CIL Money.  Councillor Bamber expects to bring forward a proposal for the Orchard Play Area to the September Meeting.
The Clerk noted that as this is an investment in infrastructure on Public Land, once grants have been secured the Parish Council could then lead the project.  The advantage of the Parish Council leading would be that it could reclaim VAT on the total contribution made by the Parish Council to the project.  VAT could not be reclaimed on the proportion of the work funded through grants.

Work is ongoing with the Canal and Rivers trust to identify the length of Canal Towpath that it would be sensible to improve.  This will allow more detailed costings to be prepared, so that it can be considered when we would be able to afford the delivery of this project.  This project is reliant upon the receipt of future CIL income.
CIL spending for 2026/7 to date is £75,047 compared to income this year of £295,285 therefore efforts are needed to identify and progress projects.

Councilors Noted that we now have £45,000 of CIL money that is 3 years old. (received in April 2023)
CIL Opportunities.
The Council is asked to consider whether we could propose funding an item on the Linear Park area, irrespective of progress with the remainder of the Linear Park.

An example facility is:

1. A 4G Football Pitch

The associated infrastructure that is needed that comes with the development of the Linear Park, includes:

Road Access, Parking, Drainage, Power, Changing Facilities.

MIN 26/036 The Council Considered that Parish Council involvement in projects on the Linear Park land, should be delayed until the City Council/new unitary authority had set out how the infrastructure is arranged.
A suggestion was received that the Parish Council should consider supporting a Doctors Surgery on one of the new build developments in Bartle.  Councillor Entwistle agreed to investigate the possibility of the Parish Council becoming involved in such a project.

Have been installed and are in operation.
SPIDs on Catforth Road

Have been installed and are in operation.

Bus Stops in Catforth and Elsewhere
The Bus stops installation on Catforth Road near the Green Lane Junction by LCC Infrastructure Team has been chased.
