16 PLANNING APPLICATIONS BEFORE COUNCIL

The List this month includes the Wain Homes development off Bartle Lane – this is the first substantial development that has commenced since our neighbourhood plan was adopted. 

The CIL liability notice sets out an overall liability of £6,904,842.78.  The Preston City Council Instalments Policy is as follows:

Amount over £100,000 - 1st instalment 25%: 90 days from commencement 2nd instalment 25%: 360 days from commencement 3rd instalment 25%: 540 days from commencement 4th instalment 25%: 720 days from commencement.

If this amount is paid in full the Parish Council will receive £1,726,210 in CIL money from this development alone over the next 2 years.

17 CIL PROJECTS

The Parish Council has 3 long term larger projects in the pipeline but with no certainty about when they can be delivered and no agreement from PCC that money can be held beyond the 5 year timeline, as follows:

1. Linear Park (no progress reported from PCC for a number of months)

2. The Orchard Play Area – Actively being Worked on.

3. Hayfield Park Play Area – Actively being worked on.
It is very unlikely that the Linear Park will come forward within the timeframe that we have to spend existing CIL funds (a copy of the CIL money age assessment has been circulated).  The Orchard Play Area and Hayfield Park may be delivered in the required timescales.
SPIDS on the East West Link Road
I have liaised with Paul Connell (LCC Road Safety Officer) and concluded that the deployment of 4 SPIDs on the East West Link Road would be useful to advise drivers of their speed and encourage compliance with the limits. (Proposed Location Plan)
The Cost for 4 SPIDs on the East West Link Road including the installation of Posts by LCC and the purchase and installation of Solar Powered SPIDs would be approximately £14,000 plus VAT.
