With a current bank balance of zero, the group lacks credibility.  The group is therefore requesting a grant of £10,000 from Woodplumpton Parish Council to provide a starting balance and to provide credibility

The Parish Council is requested to endorse the signing of the attached agreement to provide a grant of £10,000 to the Woodplumpton Community Group.  The agreement protects the Council’s position in the event that the project does not proceed.

6 SPIDs IN CATFORTH
The Parish Council agreed a proposal to site 4 SPIDs along Catforth Road.  Councillor Entwistle will provide an update on discussions with the Road Safety Officer about the most suitable locations.
7 CANAL BRIDGE 31
The repairs to the bridge were completed in late January.  Unfortunately in early February LCC Highways closed Catforth Road for some works and diverted traffic, including heavy lorries down Blackleach Lane.  During this diversion some further damage was caused to the bridge, it is not known which vehicle actually caused the damage.

13 APPROVAL OF THE PARISH COUNCIL TRAINING AND DEVELOPMENT POLICY

14 ARTICLE 4 DIRECTION CONSULTATION

PCC are conducting a consultation on the proposal to remove the permitted development right to convert a dwelling house into a house of multiple occupation.  If this direction is accepted then properties in the defined area – south of the M55, would required planning permission to make such a change.
The council is invited to confirm how it wishes to respond to the consultation.
15 FUNDING REQUEST ST ANNES CHURCH BROWN BINS

St Annes church Woodplumpton has requested funding of £450 to cover the provision of 10 brown bins for garden waste generated through the maintenance of the churchyard.

The council is invited to endorse this request.
16 CIL PROJECTS

The Parish Council has 4 long term larger projects in the pipeline but with no certainty about when they can be delivered and no agreement from PCC that money can be held beyond the 5 year timeline, as follows:

1. Linear Park (no progress reported from PCC for a number of months) – Councillor Thompson has been in touch with Chris Hayward, who is fully aware of the request and will respond once the PCC position is clear.
The Clerk is concerned that there will be little progress on the Linear Park until after the local government reorganization, which will provide clarity about which group is responsible for the park.  WPC should therefore not rely on the Linear Park as a place to invest any of our current CIL money.
2. The Orchard Play Area – Actively being Worked on.

3. Hayfield Park Play Area – Actively being worked on.
4. Refurbishment of the Canal towpaths – Actively being worked on.

The Orchard Play Area, Hayfield Park Play Area and the Canal Towpaths may be delivered in the required timescales.
In addition to the funds that the council already has, 2 large developments have commenced off Bartle Lane with Wain Homes and Gleeson Homes. The CIL Demand amount for the Wain Homes development is £4,718,874, and the CIL Demand for Gleeson Phase 1 is £708,792 which according to the PCC charging schedule must be paid within the next 2 years.  WPC should receive £1,356,916 from these 2 developments alone.  I have chased PCC for an update on the CIL payment schedules for these 2 developments.
CIL spending for 2025/6 to date is £55,006 compared to income this year of £77,900, therefore efforts are needed to identify and progress projects.

Councillors are requested to Note that we are still spending CIL Money received in October 2022 and now have £150,000 of CIL money that is 3 years old.

Progress of Smaller Projects

SPIDS on the East West Link Road
Installation of the posts has been scheduled by LCC Highways.

SPIDs on Catforth Road

Locations have been agreed for SPIDs along Catforth Road.  A consultation with affected residents will commence shortly.
Bus Stops in Catforth and Elsewhere
Bus stops are being installed on Catforth Road near the Green Lane Junction by LCC Infrastructure Team.  Expected by the end of January 2026.

Refurbishment of the Canal Towpath

Eaves Project
