15 REQUESTS FOR SUPPORT
Broughton High School
Councillor Green has spoken to Broughton High School. They are looking for some help with a number of Canopies that they want to build around the school site. 
Whilst the school is technically outside the parish, a large proportion of the parish’s secondary school children attend the school.

The school’s comments:

"There are numerous areas where we have circular eight seater picnic tables available, not all are under canopies meaning that when we have inclement weather these tables cannot be used. It would enhance our site considerably and mean that, when it is wet, pupils do not have to rely on staying in busy indoor dining areas to stay dry. It also means that the distribution of pupils across the school site is more even for staff on duty. We would welcome the opportunity to show members of the Parish Council our wonderful site, should they wish to visit school."
They are looking to build a number of canopies each costing approximately £15k dependant on size and would like to ask the parish if they'd be prepared to fund one or more of these for the school.

Ribbleswood Bridge
PCC have provided a rough estimate of £15,077 for the replacement of the Ribbleswood Bridge.  The cost of the replacement bridge will be paid from CIL money. If the cost is acceptable then the PCC will put the work out to tender and proceed.  The Council is invited to approve proceeding with the replacement of the Bridge at a cost of up to £25,000 with the final figure being confirmed once tenders are received.

16 GRIT BINS

LCC have advised that the 2 new Grit Bins located on Roots Lane Catforth & outside the Mortuary on Hollowforth Lane will not be added to their schedule to be filled & replenished.  They have advised that we can pay £40 per filling (typically 3 – 4 times a year).
1. Do we want to retain them at our expense?

2. Are there any other locations where additional grit bins are required?
(There is an LCC scoring process to determine if a location meets the requirements for a bin at their expense, if it doesn’t, we would have to fund them at our expense.

17 RED TELEPHONE BOXES

Members are requested to consider whether to purchase any Red Telephone boxes at an approximate cost of £2,000 - £3,000 each.  If such a purchase is to be made a location and a purpose for the boxes will be required.

20 BINS AND PLANTERS AROUND THE PARISH
Considerable progress has been made on the purchase and placement of Bins.  We are awaiting the final cost estimate before placing orders.  The Council approved the purchase of up to 25 bins at a cost of £450 each, giving a total expenditure of £11,250 at the May meeting. It is proposed that Bins will be labelled 
“Woodplumpton Parish Council in Partnership with Preston City Council”
This I believe rightly recognizes that the Parish Council will pay for the Bins and PCC will then provide the ongoing service.

Work on the siting of planters will commence now that the work to install bins has been completed and is with PCC to finalize then implement.
