16 REQUEST FOR FUNDING FROM ST ANNES CHURCH WOODPLUMPTON

A request for funding in the sum of £4,500.00 has been received.  Details of the reason for the request are included in the attached papers.

17 REQUEST FROM CATFORTH VILLAGE HALL TO SUPPORT REFRESHMENTS AT THE CAROL CONCERT

The village hall is seeking a grant of £25.00 to pay for refreshments at the Carol Concert.

18 PLANNING APPLICATIONS BEFORE COUNCIL 
Members are requested to consider and approve the attached delegated comments for July/August 2025. Applications can be viewed at www.preston.gov.uk
Expected CIL payments over the coming years – see attached paper.

The council is requested to endorse the 3 recommendations within the paper as follows

1. Monitor the CIL amounts agreed for new developments, to provide a forward forecast of the funds WPC will receive. (Note this will require the Clerk to seek details of how the CIL amounts are calculated by PCC, to ensure that we are being paid correctly)
2. Commence planning how the larger amounts can be invested in infrastructure within the Parish.

3. Set a timeline for the preparation of a follow on neighbourhood plan, to ensure that the larger CIL payments are secured into the future.

19 CIL PROJECTS

The Parish Council has 3 long term larger projects in the pipeline but with no certainty about when they can be delivered and no agreement from PCC that money can be held beyond the 5 year timeline, as follows:

1. Linear Park (no progress reported from PCC for a number of months) – No response to the Clerk’s request for a meeting to discuss next steps.
2. The Orchard Play Area – Actively being Worked on.

3. Hayfield Park Play Area – Actively being worked on.
It is very unlikely that the Linear Park will come forward within the timeframe that we have to spend existing CIL funds (a copy of the CIL money age assessment has been circulated).  The Orchard Play Area and Hayfield Park may be delivered in the required timescales.
CIL spending for 2025/6 to date is £5,800 compared to income this year of £77,900, therefore efforts are needed to identify and progress projects.

SPIDS on the East West Link Road
Paul Connell (LCC Road Safety Officer) has now come back with a revised plan to include 5 SPIDs on the East West Link Road.  Please see attached a justification of the locations from Paul Connel and an overall plan.

The cost of 4 solar powered SPIDs is quoted as £12,079 + Vat, totaling £14,494.80.  Therefore the cost of 5 SPIDs should not exceed £15,098.75+ Vat, totaling £18,118.50.

The cost of posts supplied by LCC Highways is around £500.00 each.  The Council is requested to approve a total spend not exceeding £22,000 including Vat, for the installation of 5 SPIDs as proposed.

If the proposal above is approved the Council is invited to approve the commencement of the required consultation process.

Bus Stops in Catforth and Elsewhere
Please see attachment on this topic.

The Parish Council is invited to consider whether it wishes to further evaluate the possibility of installing 2 new bus shelters in Catforth at a cost of £10-18k depending upon the size selected.

If the Council is supportive the Clerk will pursue this with LCC Transport Infrastructure Team.

Please note the Clerk believes that there are other areas in the Parish where residents would benefit from the installation of bus shelters. There are 8 bus stops on William Young way, only 2 of which have shelters.  The council is invited to consider whether a project should be undertaken to look at whether there are other areas in the Parish that would benefit from the installation of bus shelters. 

Refurbishment of the Canal Towpath

The Council is requested to consider whether the refurbishment of the canal towpath, should be considered to provide a community asset.  The cost of the refurbishment work is estimated to be approximately £250,000.  A decision in principle is being sought to allow further evaluation work to be undertaken.
Support for the Refurbishment of the Catforth Village Hall Play Area.

Councillor Entwistle will provide an explanation of the work undertaken to seek grant funding for the refurbishment of the play area.  Once this is complete the Council, less those Councillors with an interest, is requested to consider whether the Council would in principle be willing to fund any shortfall between the cost of the works and the level of grant funding that can be obtained.
20 BENCHES ALONG THE CANAL

A response is awaited from the Canals and Rivers Trust regarding additional benches along the canal.
