13 PLANNING ARRANGEMENTS TO CONVERT FAMILY HOMES TO CHILDRENS HOMES

There have been applications to change family homes C3 into Children's Homes C2. Many of these via the Certificate of License route to which there are no consultation requirements.
Hyndburn Borough Council have recently produced a Supplementary Planning Guidance relating to this issue and have determined that all changes of use from family homes into children's homes must be via a full planning application with LCC Children's Services.
 
Would this be something that Woodplumpton Parish Council would support via an agenda item asking for Preston Planning to adopt a Supplementary Planning Guidance similar to that adopted by Hyndburn.
14 CIL PROJECTS

The Parish Council has 3 long term larger projects in the pipeline but with no certainty about when they can be delivered and no agreement from PCC that money can be held beyond the 5 year timeline, as follows:

1. Linear Park (no progress reported from PCC for a number of months)

2. The Orchard Play Area – Actively being Worked on.

3. Hayfield Park Play Area – Actively being worked on.
It is very unlikely that the Linear Park will come forward within the timeframe that we have to spend existing CIL funds (a copy of the CIL money age assessment has been circulated).  The Orchard Play Area and Hayfield Park may be delivered in the required timescales.
Councillors were requested to bring forward suggestions for smaller CIL projects to the July meeting.
I have liaised with Paul Connell (LCC Road Safety Officer) and concluded that the deployment of 4 SPIDs on the East West Link Road would be useful to advise drivers of their speed and encourage compliance with the limits.
15 BENCHES ALONG THE CANAL

A response is awaited from the Canals and Rivers Trust regarding additional benches along the canal.
